" in the immediate vicinity. Appsrently, the extreme southern
edze of the radioactive cloud passed over Fniwetok Atold.

Due to the effecte of rainfell, readings were spotty in in-
hebited areas. Possible radiation exposure of individuals
from thie fallout =ay in a few cases amount to about 6 roent-
gong, with mogt of the affected personnel recelving apprecisbly
less. The fallout had no health significance for personnsl.

Ho evacuation was necessary and no special protective measures
sere taken.
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
