the followin: kind be sent to the President:

upon the recommenaation of the Psycholoyical Otratery Beard
adopted a policy of "silence" as to the results of the "Mike"
shot.

Howeve:, the value of this silence technique was largely
lost owkny to security failures wienoreed a delibezately
uabivuous official announcement of successful thermonuclear

onmeasinenta.

In his final tate of the Union speech foimer President
Truman was only dissuaded from going into some details of the
weapons implications of "Mike" shot ty the position that this
matter was of such. importance as to deserve close study by
the lncomin;: ‘dministretion,

ve believe that in addition to the pessitle psychological
warfare capital to be made out of the successful "Mike" shot
much remains to Le done in educatin; the American public as to
the: suvaa2S and disadvantaes to the Netten which arose as
a result. of this test.
